Dear Ms. Chandler: 

This is in reference to your request for authorization from the U.S. Army Corps of 
Engineers regarding your proposed work for a State Industrial Access Road serving Ethanol 
Processors, LLC (PIN 107854). The proposed improvements are along existing roads located near 
the cornrnunity of Obion in Obion County, Tennessee (as shown on the attached map). 

In review of the information submitted, this route crosses three tributaries that ultimately 
flow into the Obion hver. These include an unnamed tributary of Little Richland Creek, an 
unnamed tributary of Mill Creek, and Mill Creek. Regarding impacts proposed in the information 
submitted; this includes replacement of a bridge at Mill Creek and culvert construction at the 
unnamed tributary to Mill Creek. 

It is our preliminary jurisdictional determination (PJD) that Mill Creek, its unnamed 
tributary, and the unnamed tributary of Little Richland Creek are considered to be waters of the 
United States. A PJD cannot be appealed. If you object to this PJD, please contact us for 
information about receiving an approved jurisdictional determination and information on the 
administrative appeals process. The PJD is included for your concurrence. If you agree with this 
PJD please sign the form and return it to the address listed above. If the PJD is not returned within 
30 days of the date of this letter we will assume your concurrence. 

The placement of dredged or fill material below the ordinary high water mark of these 
streams require Department of the Army permit authorization under Section 404 of the Clean Water 
Act. As proposed and including your need to install a temporary crossing of these tributaries, your 
project meets the criteria of Nationwide Permit 14 (Linear Transportation Projects). No impacts to 
Federally listed threatened or endangered species are expected to occur. The attached general 
conditions and special conditions must be met. Note specifically General Conditions 17 and 18, 
concerning endangered species and historic properties. If all conditions cannot be met, an 
individual permit may be required. 

All Section 404 permits must have a Section 401 water quality certification or waiver from 
the state's certifying agency. However, the State of Tennessee has denied certification of the 
nationwide permits. The result is a denial, without prejudice, of this nationwide permit in 
Tennessee. Accordingly, the activity you propose is not authorized under the Department of the 
Army authorization until an individual water quality certification is issued or waived. You must 
also comply with any State water quality certification conditions.
