All ESC features must be constructed to contract specifications, inspected frequently, and maintained to ensure effective
sediment control and pollution prevention. Storm water outfall monitoring points must be designated prior to the start of
construction, and must be inspected frequently. Outfall locations must be marked on a site map and included in the SWPPP,
and any changes in outfall location or status must be documented as amendments in the SWPPP. The project SWPPP and/or
other contract documents will specify the required schedule and frequency of inspections, timing of ESC installations and
maintenance work, and documentation requirements.

All TDOT Regional Earthwork construction projects will document ESC and outfall inspections using a standard
form called the TDOT CONSTRUCTION STORM WATER INSPECTION REPORT FOR HIGHWAY
PROJECTS. Completed forms are submitted as part of the Monthly ESC Report. The standard form has been
approved by TDEC for use on TDOT projects, and cannot be changed without approval from the Regional
Environmental Coordinator.
